1. RULES

1.1 The official Volleyball rules of Federation International de Volleyball (FIVB) will be adopted for the
competition.

1.2 Cases of general nature shall be resolved according to the House Rules.

1.3 Technical problems will be resolved in accordance with the rules of FIVB.

2. ELIGIBILITY OF PLAYERS
2.1 All players must be within the required age limit 18 YEARS OLD AND BELOW (High School)

3. ROSTER

3.1 Gallery form must be submitted to Ms. Sherry Ann Floresca to confirm participation.

3.2 A minimum of Ten (10) players to a maximum of Twelve (12) players may be listed in the team
roster. The total number of team members shall be thirteen and shall be authorized to sit on the bench
during games.(COACH, ASSISTANT COACH, TRAINER)
3.3 The name of all team members shall be included in the roster of teams.
3.4 Only those names appeared in the gallery are allowed to sit on the bench during the game.

4. COMPETITION SYSTEM
4.1 ROUND ROBIN SYSTEM OR BRACKETING shall be implemented in the PRELIMINARY ROUND
depending on the number of teams.
4.2 The RAMIFICATION shall be announced after the Pre-registration.

5. TEAMS RANKING SYSTEM DURING THE COMPETITION

5.1 Teams who won more matches will get better ranking.

5.2 The win-loss standing will be initially considered in the team ranking.

5.3 If two or more teams obtain the same number of matches won and lost, the following point system

shall be taken into account to decide the ranking:
Match Won 2:0 the winner will get 3 points; the loser will get 0 point.
Match Won 2:1 the winner will get 2 points; the loser will get 1 point.
Default: the winner will get 3 points; the loser will get 0 point.

5.4. In case of equal points:

5.4.1 SET QUOTIENT- in case of the equality in the number of matches won by two several teams; they
shall be classified in descending order by the quotient resulting from the division of the number of all sets
won by the number of all sets lost.

5.4.2 POINTS QUOTIENT-if the tie persists as per the set quotient, the points quotient will be classified
in descending order by the quotient resulting from the division of all points scored by the total of points lost
during all sets.

5.5 If tie continues as per the point’s quotient between two teams, PRIORITY will be given to the team

which won the last match between them.

5.6 If a team declares its forfeiture during a match, it will be excluded from the Championship and all

the results of the matches it already played during the respective rounds will be nullified. The
respective opponent teams will be declared winners of the respective matches.

6. MATCH FORMAT
6.1 All matches shall be played using the Rally Point System.
6.2 The Best-of-Three sets format shall be used during the Preliminary Round.
6.3 The Best-of-Five sets format shall be used during the Semi-Final and Championship.
6.4 BEST-OF-THREE games shall be applied only during the Semi-Final and Championship.

7. TEAM UNIFORM

7.1 The team uniform must have the same design and color except the Libero player.

7.2 All players must tuck their jersey during the game, and shorts should be two (2) inches above
the knee.

7.3 Wearing of muscle shirt or undershirt is not allowed.

7.4 Jersey should be of the same dominant color of both front and back with numbers also visible on
both front and back.

7.5 Jersey should be numbered from 1-20 only.

7.6 The Libero players must wear a uniform whose jerseys or shirt at least must contrast in color
with that of the other members of the team. The may have different designs, but it must be numbered like
the rest of the team members.

7.7 Borrowing of uniform is not allowed among players.

8. COACHES DECORUM
Coaches are required to be properly attired for the game: Sport-shirt (or polo shirt) with collar, long pants
(including jogging pants, jeans, etc.) proper gym shoes (or rubber-soled shoes).

9. DESIGNATION OF THE LIBERO

9.1 Each team has the right to designate from the list of players 1 or 2 Liberos.

9.2 All Liberos must be recorded on the score sheet before the match.

9.3 If the Libero is expelled or disqualified he/she may be replaced directly by the team’s other
libero. Should the team have only one Libero, he/she may be replaced directly by the team’s other player
which is not on the court.

10. FORFEITS
10.1 A team should have at least six (6) eligible players ready to play at the scheduled game time, and
must be in common and complete uniform, or the team shall lose the game.
10.2 A Fifteen (15) Minutes defaulting time to be given to the teams.
10.3 A team that walks out of the match shall be forfeited and shall be sanctioned properly.
10.4 There will be a fine of P1000.00 if your team is default.

12. PARTICIPANTS CONDUCT AND CORRESPONDING PENALTIES

12.1 Participants must know the “OFFICIAL VOLLEYBALL RULES” and abide by them.

12.2 In case of absence of the officials, the team captain / game captain shall act as the coach.

12.3 Participants must accept referees final decision with sportsmanlike conduct, without disputing them
(if the coach insist, a sanction will be given). In case of doubt, clarification may be requested only
through the game captain.

12.4 Participants must refrain from action or attitudes aimed at influencing the decision of the referee,
otherwise the player/team/any member in the coaching staff shall be issued a verbal warning.
Repetition of the same offense warrant penalty.

12.5 Any member of the team shall not initiate conversation and argue with the opposing teams and
officiating officials during the match.

12.6 Participants must behave respectfully and courteously in the spirit of FAIR PLAY, not only towards
the referees, but also towards other officials, the opponent, teammates and spectators.

12.7 Any member of the team found to be under the influence of liquor shall not be allowed to play and
sit on the bench.

12.8 All forms of misconduct during the competition shall be subject to sanction in accordance with the
sanction scale.

13. SANCTIONS (TO ERRING PLAYERS AND COACHES, ASSISTANT COACHES, TRAINER)
13.1Yellow Card-Warning

13.2Red Card-Penalty, a point and service to the opponent
13.3Yellow + Red card (joint)-Expulsion: shall not play for the rest of the set

13.4Yellow + red card (separate)-Disqualification: must leave the competition area for the rest
of the match.
