As the government agency mandated to promote volunteerism as a strategy for sustainable
development, PNVSCA has been conducting advocacy activities that will create awareness and
promote volunteerism among the different sectors of the society.

On August 27, PNVSCA launched the 2021 National Volunteer Month (NVM) celebration with the
theme “Volunteer Now: Spark Hope, Create Solutions, and Responad to the Pandemic Challenges.” The
NVM celebration is held every December pursuant to Presidential Proclamation no. 55, series of 1998,
with a series of different activities, such as fora, summits, contests, and recognition ceremonies.
