Elementary Schools on August 19, 2025, from 8:00 AM to 10:00 AM.

e The screening will be conducted by the trained Grade 1 teachers and assisted by the
volunteer parent.

e Assigned doctors and nurses from different agencies will oversee and ensure the proper
implementation of the screening.

e The health personnel shall collate the results and fill up referral forms as needed.

e Schools must prepare a list of their Grade 1 pupils using the template provided via this link

4. This initiative aims to expedite the vision screening process to allow early detection of refractive
errors or eye problems among learners.
